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Questions and Answers
1. Why did you create Enitiatives ?

Today, launching an initiative is left to parties or large pressure groups. In my opinion, there is no real consultation with the public regarding the content of new initiatives. This project therefore allows new ideas to be created. It is also necessary for the public to have an easy means of voicing their opinions.
2. What is the advantage for citizens ?

There are several : 
· Each citizen can launch an idea: it is others who decide if it is good or bad – and if it will lead to an action.
· Each citizen can view what other people have proposed. Communities can therefore be formed between people who share common views and above all, new legislation can be created according to people’s needs and wants.
· Thanks to search agents offered on the website, one can be sent information by email as soon as an Enitiative corresponding to his/her interests is created. It is therefore possible to be kept well informed about political life in the community, canton and the country.
3. What is the advantage for politicians ?
Enitiatives.ch collects and reports unsolicited opinions in real time. It is the population who decide the questions - and the responses. For politicians, Enitiatives.ch is therefore an invaluable indicator of political tendancies.

4. What is the advantage for associations ?

All minority groups, which campaign for their ideas, can also create Enitiatives: this will clearly increase their visibility as they will be seen by viewers of other Enitiatives.
5. Is a system exclusively for Switzerland ?

No: that is exactly the best novelty of Enitiatives.org. It is a multilingual and multinational system. Canada is already online and I am currently in discussions with contacts in Europe, India and Uruguay. Other websites should therefore soon follow in order to realise this small revolution of direct democracy.
6. How long does it take for an Enitiative to become an initiative ? 

It can actually happen very quickly. For example, if the 25,000 signatures needed are collected in two weeks, then the initiative can be launched.
7. What is the basis of the conditions for launching a « real » initiative ? Or are there other rules established on the website ?
The site specifies « values » (non-violence, non-discrimination, respect of minorites, etc.) which are slightly stricter than the rules for launching a Swiss initiative. For example a Swiss initiative could ask the Swiss people to vote on a single national language, which is something that an Enitiative is not allowed to do.
8. Every person on the Internet can vote. How do you expect to control the votes ?

Technically, it is difficult to know who is behind the vote on the Internet (Swiss or non-Swiss, adult or not). However, we use several measures which help to limit fraud. In addition, Enitiatives are « pre-initiatives ». The public will accept the idea – or not – through a vote.
